As part of our project to assist the long-term unemployed back into work, we are planning to host a training company who will deliver SIA courses in our hall from the first week in March. This will include literacy and numeracy courses, first aid, health & safety as well as the SIA (security badge).  
Family Support Package
We are committed to supporting the different members of our community, where possible, at every stage of their lives. For several years now, we have been prayerfully working with a range of specialist companies to ensure we are able to get the most appropriate and cost-effective support package when families are faced with a sudden bereavement. 
These are difficult conversations to be had, but we believe we have an obligation to deal with these delicate issues sensitively but proactively. 

Based on our personal experience, it is critically important at such a difficult time to be able to relate to individuals in a way that is empathetic. We have therefore appointed Arlington Funeral Services to deal with any such matters. We’re also working with Golden Leaves to put together an appropriate and affordable plan, and CEG who ensure that the celebration of the person’s life sensitively reflects the individual’s life and their legacy.
